Home Heating Fire Safety

Do you always use a fire screen with an open fire in your fire place?
Is the heating equipment in your home properly installed and maintained so the flues and
filters are cleaned and there are no leaks or defects?
Are heating appliances kept safely away from combustible items such as curtains, furniture
and laundry?

Is Your Property Prepared Against Bush Fire and Gra __ss Fires?

Now is a good time to clear and get rid of:
Ground fuels cleared around the house (long, dry grass, dead leaves and branches, thick
undergrowth).
Gutters cleared.

NOTIFICATION OF BURNING — (Outside of Bush Fire Dan _ger Period)

Although burning off is allowed outside the bush Fire Danger Period (1% April — 30" September)

the following requirements are required: -

- Make sure the area around the fire is clear and safe and that some form of fire suppression
equipment is available just in case.
Notify your immediate neighbours 24 hours before you light the fire. If you cannot contact
them directly, place a note in their mailbox or through the gate chain and so on as this is an
attempt to notify them.
The Southern Tablelands Zone MUST be notified 24 hours before you light the fire, during
business hours 9am to 5pm and by 3.30pm on Friday afternoons. (Rural Fires Regulations
2002 Part 5 Sec 34 3B).

Notify the Local Brigade Captain 24 hours before you light the fire (as a courtesy).
Please check with the Fire Control Centre to see if a permit or a hazard reduction Certificate
isrrequired.
Always be very careful when burning off, ensure the burn-off has been completely
extinguished before leaving the site.
