Report wild dog sightings

If you're a landholder who doesn’'t have any
livestock you may think wild dogs aren’t your
problem.

But all landholders have a responsibility to
report dog attacks or wild dog sightings to
their local Rural Lands Protection Board.

This is becoming more important as the
incidence of dog attacks on livestock appears
to be increasing across the State.

In the Goulburn RLPB area there were 24
reports of wild dogs in 2007. Six involved
attacks on sheep or lambs.

“It is not unusual for dogs to kill or maul 30 or
more sheep in a single attack,” Goulburn
RLPB Pest Animal Ranger, Mark McGaw,
said.

“In the past, most wild dogs have avoided
contact with people.

“But from reports we are getting it appears
they are becoming less wary of people,
probably because some large breeds have
now crossed with resident wild dog
populations.

“This is a worry because it might lead to a
situation sometime in the future where a wild
dog could attack a lone bushwalker or a child.”

Mr McGaw said wild dogs can carry diseases
such as hydatids which can affect humans
and domestic animals as well as native and
introduced animals.

“Wild dogs are also the top order predator in
Australia,” he said.

“While low density populations may be helpful
in the environment, large populations can
have a huge impact on native animals.”

Fox Baiting

There are strict rules relating to fox baiting
which include:

No 1080 baits within five metres of your
property boundary

No baits within 500 metres of a dwelling

No baits within 10 metres of a domestic
water supply

You must give three days notice to the owners/
managers of every property that has a
boundary within one kilometre of baiting
locations

There are other rules that apply, which will be
given to you with the Pesticide Control Order
you will receive with your baits.

Pruning Trees

Why Prune?
Pruning is conducted to manage the form of the tree and improve the quality of the timber.

Form Pruning

The aim of form pruning is to correct the form of a young tree by removing faults such as double
leaders and large branches. Form pruning is done when the trees are 1-2 years old. A simple pair
of secateurs is usually adequate for the job. Be careful not to be over zealous when form pruning
and remove only what has to be removed. Too much form pruning will decrease the tree’s
capacity to grow rapidly.

Clearwood pruning

The aim of clearwood pruning is to remove the branches from the main stem of the tree to restrict
knots in the timber to within a 10-15cm core. Knots are branches that become incorporated into
the trunk as it grows. When branches are removed the tree will grow over the stubs of the pruned
branches and produce clearwood. Clearwood has more value than unpruned logs as knots in
sawn timber reduce structural integrity and is often considered undesirable for cabinet work.

How to Prune

Pruning should begin when the stem diameter reaches 10cm at
about 2-3 metres from the ground. Always leave half the green
crown unpruned to allow continued healthy growth. In radiata
pine the first prune usually occurs at age 6 and continues with 3
lifts until the tree is about 10 years and is pruned to a total of
6.2m.

Many growers who prune their own trees choose to prune their
trees more frequently and do less each time.

Branches are removed from the tree trunk by using a pair of
sharp loppers or a saw. Various equipment can be used and is
available through a number of forestry equipment retailers.
Chainsaws are not recommended as they easily damage the
tree’s trunk.

For the best pruning results prune close to the trunk. If a large
branch stub is left it will take longer for the tree to grow over it
and will reduce the knot free timber. Do not cut into the collar
which is the wrinkly protrusion at the base of the branch as this
will affect the tree’s capacity to heal over the branch stub.

Useful pruning tips

Leave at least half of the tree unpruned at any time to allow ample green material for the tree
to continue growing.

Prune branches before they reach 2.5cm as they are easier to manage.

Prune up to the point where the tree trunk diameter is 10cm to restrict knot damage to the
wood around the core.

Prune branches when they are alive and green.
Always wear appropriate safety gear when pruning (helmet, eye protection, heavy foot wear and
strong clothing).
